Launch of a new product

The Online Maths Test Service was launched in September 2006 and has generated lots of interest from parents and teachers.  It was registered with CurriculumOnline, the Government’s website to promote high quality ICT learning materials for schools.

The many features of the product mean that it is a very effective teaching tool.  Students take an exercise online.  It is marked immediately and feedback is given by email with useful tips.  That means teachers (as well as TA’s and parents) save time and can focus on areas of difficulty.

Currently the maths tests available are eleven plus, levels 4-6, GCSE calculator and GCSE non-calculator.

The product’s designers, Dave Rhodes and Brian Hammond, hope to add more maths exercises within the next few months.  Plans are underway to add science and English to the portfolio.

Use at an Education Centre

The product was trialled at Blake-Hammond Education, Gravesend.  Here is what they said:

“We used the Level 4-6 exercises as a way of finding out each student’s missing skills.  By going through the email results with the student we found that questions answered incorrectly fell into three categories: (1) careless mistakes (2) method clarified by viewing the tip and (3) missing skills needing additional practice.”

“Pupils found the questions on the 11+ exercises testing and sometimes tricky.  Often a single question will demand a variety of maths skills.  Students should not be disheartened if they don’t do too well at first.”  

“The GCSE papers are typical of an Intermediate mock at school except they’re multichoice.  Our students responded very positively.”
